The narrow footpath alongside a busy main road and outside a tube station was widened by 
constructing a new retaining wall, new fencing and laying new paving to extend the width of the 
footpath. 
 
The entrance to the station on the corner of Shepherds Hill was rationalized to give more room for 
people entering the station and crossing the road.  At the same time advantage was taken to improve 
the levels, and widen the paving.  To accommodate the levels and remove redundant walls and 
improve the community safety of the area the planter was extended and new shrubs planted.  This 
removed potential hiding places and added some new cycle parking facilities.
