As part of a national programme to upgrade weak bridges work had to be carried out on the road
over rail bridge on Kilburn High Road.

The work includes temporary utility service diversions, demolition of the existing beams and the
installation of new beams. Construction of the deck slab is closely followed by water proofing and the

building of the carriageway.
The local community have been in close contact with the project through extensive consultation, by
exhibitions, local notices ,a job specific web site and newsletters.

The final stage will be returning the utilities rebuilding the footway, the installation of street furniture,
lighting and traffic signals so that not only will the bridge will be improved but the area will look more
attractive.
