New columns and lanterns were used to replace the old lighting on the highway around this historic 
feature.  The lights and columns were chosen to reflect the contemporary culture of the capital city 
and to contrast with the heritage lantern on the Arch itself.  The scheme was inspected and  
approved by English Heritage. 
 
The white light optic in the lanterns is one of the most efficient available in the industry, giving greater 
light uniformity throughout the area.
