The area in front of the Tower of London had not been changed for many years and the area was
worn out by the increased number of tourists using the bus stops and tube station.

A plinth was constructed for the installation of a sculpture
due to be cast and installed late in 2006. Grass areas were adjusted to meet the new levels and
returfed. New trees, seats and lighting were added to match the surrounding.
